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Amberly Village Center (1.2 mi): Shops, restaurants, everyday essentials right in the neighborhood.
Parkside Town Commons (1.5 mi): Target, restaurants, movie theater, more. Popular shopping area.
NC-540 Access (1.9 mi): Fast access to major routes for commuting and travel.

Whole Foods Market (2.1 mi): Natural groceries, fresh produce, and grab-and-go meals.

UNC Health (2.3 mi): Modern healthcare facility with urgent care and specialty services.

Northwest Cary YMCA (2.5 mi): Fitness center, pool, youth programs, family-friendly amenities.
Thomas Brooks Park (3.5 mi): Sports fields, green space, and access to the Cary Tennis Park.

Bond Park (7.5 mi): One of Cary’s largest parks with a lake, trails, and boat rentals.

RTP (8.4 mi): Quick drive to Research Triangle Park via NC-540.

Downtown Cary (9.3 mi): Shops, cafés, breweries, galleries, community events in a walkable setting.
Umstead State Park (10 mi): Miles of shaded trails for hiking, biking, exploring scenic woodland.
Jordan Lake (12.6 mi): Popular recreation spot with boating, fishing, swimming, and hiking.
